Once again, we will be conducting the small-plot Monster Cotton Variety Trials throughout south and central TX. There will be a total of six locations, outlined below. All six locations will be dryland. 
Lower Rio Grande Valley – Lyford, TX
Coastal Bend – Corpus Christi, TX
Mid-Coast – Port Lavaca, TX
Upper Gulf Coast – Wharton/Matagorda Co., TX
Southern Blacklands – Thrall, TX
Southern Blacklands – Bell Co., TX
There is no limit on the number of varieties that you can enter.  All technologies are welcome including conventional varieties in the Rio Grande Valley and Coastal Bend locations. All locations – please ensure that varieties are glufosinate-tolerant. Approximately 2 pounds of seed per variety will be adequate for each trial location. An insecticide seed treatment is recommended for thrips and aphid protection. 
Each trial will be replicated four times in a randomized complete block design.  Plot sizes will be two to four rows by 35 feet on 38-inch or 40-inch row spacing.  The tests will be machine harvested with a picker.  Summarized results will be distributed in the fall as soon as yield and fiber quality data are obtained and analyzed for all locations. The entry fee is $225 for each variety in the Coastal Bend, Mid-Coast, Upper Gulf Coast, and Southern Blacklands (2) locations and $275 for each variety in the Rio Grande Valley location, or a $1400 fee per variety if placed in all six locations.
